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Resumo

Apesar do aumento das interac¢des socioecondomi-
cas e da melhoria generalizada das relagdes entre
a China e Taiwan,' esta ilha permanece juridica
e politicamente fragilizada no sistema interna-
cional. Pressionada por Pequim, a Reptiblica da
China (ROC) estd impossibilitada de participar
em muitos organismos regionais e globais, em
especial aqueles que incidem em questdes de
seguranca. Os insulares, no entanto, beneficiam
de um conjunto de intermediag¢des individuais,
processos e redes da sociedade civil de natureza
nao governamental, que ajudam néo s6 a sair do
seu isolamento como a estabelecer relagdes com a
China continental. O nosso objectivo é avaliar de
que forma essas dinamicas se tém evidenciado nas
relagdes bilaterais e qual o seu contributo para a
transformagdo do conflito.

Abstract
Taiwan International Isolation and the Opening
of Non-governmental Diplomatic Channels

Despite the increase in socio-economic interactions
across the Taiwan Straits, and the general impro-
vement of relations between China and Taiwan, the
island remains legally and politically weakened in the
international system. Pressed by Beijing, the Republic
of China is unable to participate in many regional
and global organizations, especially those that focus
on issues of international security. The islanders,
however, benefit from a set of non governmental
processes and networks that not only help to get out
from political isolation as to establish relations with
the mainland China. Our main objective is to assess
how these dynamics have been relevant to bilateral
relations and what are their contributions to the
transformation of the conflict.
