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Resumo

O artigo analisa as dificuldades estruturais e po-
liticas que continuam a condicionar a cooperagdo
multilateral politica e securitdria da Parceria Estra-
tégica entre a Unido Europeia (UE) e a Organizagio
do Tratado do Atlantico Norte (NATO) no espago
euro-atlantico e na gestdo internacional de crises.
A complexa relagdo entre a UE e a NATO no que se
refere a operagdes internacionais, interoperabilida-
de e a alocagdo de capacidades dos Estados-mem-
bros é explicada pela fraca articulagdo institucional
e politica entre as duas instituigdes, o que dificul-
ta a criagdo de sinergias operacionais duradouras
para um futuro quadro de cooperacdo institucional
e operacionalmente eficaz, principalmente na vizi-
nhanga europeia.

EU-NATO Partnership: The Persistence of a Com-
plex Relationship

The article analyzes the structural and political difficul-
ties which continue to constrain political and security
multilateral cooperation in the Strategic Partnership be-
tween the European Union (EU) and the North Atlantic
Treaty Organization (NATO) in the Euro-Atlantic area
and in international crisis management. The complex
EU-NATO relationship with regard to international
operations, interoperability and capacity allocation
by Member States is explained by weak institutional
and policy coordination between the two institutions,
making it difficult to create long lasting operational sy-
nergies for a future institutional and operational effecti-
ve cooperative framework, particularly in the European
neighbourhood.
